New Class!!  Puppy Kindergarten
This new class may be the most important step you can take to ensure a long happy relationship with your new puppy.  This class is for pups that are 8 –12 weeks old as of the first night of class.  Puppies need to be current on their shots for their age and all pups will need to bring their vet records to the first class to ensure the safety of all attendees.  This class will be held at a Cary Veterinarians office that is disinfected twice daily and all classes will be held indoors after office hours.  Owners will learn everything they need to know to establish a great relationship with their new family member based on mutual respect.  Topics covered will include socialization, housetraining, crate training, puppy nipping, leash walking, praise and reinforcement, stopping undesired behavior, grooming, proper playtime, obedience basics, jumping up, exercise, barking and raising a confident pup.  Other topics will be addressed based on the needs of the class.  Puppy playtime will be the last 15 minutes of class each evening.  The whole family is encouraged to attend class but the pup should NOT come the first night.  We need a minimum of 3 puppies to hold the class.

Obedience 101
      In this class we will teach you the importance of your role as leader and teach your dog the ability to have self-control.  These two things together will allow your pup to learn to sit, down, wait, come, stay and to walk on a loose leash without pulling. In addition your dog will learn to wait at doorways, wait without lunging out of the car, sit for supper and leave it.  Learning the proper body language and communicating clearly with your dog is also a focus. The result will be improved behavior in public as well as at home and a closer bond between you and your dog. This course is for dogs older than 3 months.

Public Manners

Prerequisite: Obedience 101 or equivalent, which means that the dog responds to basic commands and can walk on a leash. DOGS MUST WALK DAILY!!!!  Did you know that dogs NEED to walk; it is part of their nature?? Running around in the yard is not enough! Every dog should have a 30-60 minute controlled walk every day.  This one change in your daily routine can totally modify your dogs behavior at home and create a much more mellow home environment for the whole family.  I challenge you to try it for a week and note the change in your dog's behavior!!!

Does your dog listen well at home and even in your yard but does not hear you in public?  Does your dog pull on his leash or lunge at other dogs and five Sundays that work for you for our PUBLIC MANNERS class where we meet in local parks out in public around real life distractions.    Attend the 75-90 minute classes where we will work on Sit, Down, Stay, 'sit to be greeted' and polite walking around people, dogs, bikes, kids, skateboards, cars, joggers, hamburger wrappers, SQUIRRELS and such!  Jump in and join us any time!  We meet every Sunday at 11:00am. Attend any 5 classes for $100. Classes meet in a different location each session and an email is sent each Thursday to announce that weeks meeting location. No class these Sundays January 22nd and January 29th.

This class is excellent for shy dogs that walk well on a leash as this activity can really help build their self-confidence. As well, this class is great for those dogs that get a little rowdy in public and need to learn more self-control. It takes a real commitment to your relationship with your dog to achieve reliability under a wide variety of conditions.

New Class!!  Rally Obedience
This is a great class to really hone those obedience skills.  Rally is a dog sport where the dog and one handler go from station to station and follow the directions at each station.  The station directions range from simple such as “sit” to more complex such as fancy turns and “moving side step right”. Your team can do this just for fun or your team can attend judged trials where they can achieve various titles at various levels by running through a rally course.  Heeling, the dog walking directly to the left of the handler with a loose leash, is the basis for this sport.  Currently we offer level one classes for novice teams but as they improve their skills we will be adding more advanced classes.  In each class we work on specific skills then run a practice course utilizing those skills.  Dog should be able to walk on a leash and sit on command prior to first class.  A wonderful class to work on the dog’s focus, obedience, desire to perform and to strengthen your relationship. Depending on how many dogs attend class will either be indoors in a Cary facility or outdoors at my home in Fuquay.  This class will reconvene in February.  Please call or email if interested!!!
Advanced Obedience 

For dogs of any age that know (but may not always comply!)  sit, down, wait, come, stay and walk on a loose leash without pulling but need these skills strengthened. This class will improve your dogs impulse control while confirming your leadership.  By adding distractions and practicing commands off leash your dog will improve self control.  If time allows we will increase learning with some fun games and some Rally obedience. The final night of class will be the American Kennel Club Canine Good Citizen (CGC) certification.
